Guidelines  
• Team consists of three doubles lines – each at a different NTRP level.  

    (Minimum  of 6 players). 
• Doubles partners are same-level.  Players may play at their NTRP rated level or  

    one level higher. 
• Minimum age is 18 years old.  
• NTRP based —Valid computer or self-rating required. 
• USTA membership required.  
• Registration through TennisLink.  
• Tri-Level is a division offered by USTA Sections.  
• Participation does not affect player’s NTRP rating.
